TIPS WHEN REGISTERING

VARIABLE HOUR CREDIT COURSES (UPP 593, 594, 596, 597, 598, 599) 

Variable Hour Credit Course –adjust the variable credit hour amount from default 0 or 1 to the correct amount (usually 4 credit hours)

 Check the course reference number and make sure that it matches the correct professor, you are registering with.  You need to have instructor approval to register for these courses.

COURSES THAT NEED DEPARTMENTAL APPROVAL

If a course requires departmental approval, once approval is granted, you must go into the Student Access System and register for the course to complete the registration.

REGISTRATION AFTER THE DEADLINES (dates for each semester Listed above) 
You can access your schedule and change any information before the 10th day of classes.  Registration after the deadline must be done by obtaining a Registration Revision Form from Hazel Brown in the Department of Urban Planning & Policy.  You (the student) are responsible for filling out this form, obtaining necessary signatures and taking the form to the Graduate College (Room 601 in University Hall) for approval.  You (the student) can then take the completed form to Records & Registration in the Student Services Building on Harrison & Racine where they will complete the registration revision.  You should check with them to find out how long it will take to be changed on your schedule.  Please note that certain "LATE REGISTRATION FEES" may apply.
