4. Recipient agrees to use appropriate safeguards to prevent use or disclosure of the Limited Data Set except as permitted by this Agreement.

5. Recipient agrees to report to Covered Entity any use or disclosure of the Limited Data Set not permitted by this Agreement of which he/she becomes aware, including without limitation, any disclosure of PHI to an unauthorized subcontractor, within ten (10) days of its discovery.

6. Recipient agrees to ensure that any agent, including subcontractor, to whom it provides the Limited Data Set agrees to the same restrictions and conditions that apply herein to the Recipient with respect to such information.

7. Recipient agrees not to identify the information contained in the Limited Data Set or contact the individual.

8. The obligations of Recipient under this Agreement shall be effective as of the date signed, and shall terminate when all the Limited Data Set provided to Recipient is destroyed.
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
