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Data Memo,

To get four types of complex wars, sort by size scale, then by ppscore (power politics score), then by #_dyads.

To replicate ppscore (give two 2 points if escalating rivalry =1, one point if ally =1, and two points if arms =1). Sum for a scale of  0-5. Three and above are considered power politics wars. 

To get Table 2 cross tabs, multiparty with ally3, es_rival, rival. Then to get arms, select if arms<99 then cross tabs multiparty with arms. To get power politics cross tabs power pol_MISS arms.

For table 3 select revtype = 1 to get terr disputes then cross tabs revtype with power pol_MISS arms.

For table 4 select revtype = 2 to get policy disputes then cross tabs revtype with power pol_MISS arms.

To get power pol MISS arms. Select cases if arms < 99 then recode ppscore, 0-2=0. 3-5=1.
