“The theory of world government is essentially analogical: proposes to reproduce the national state on the international scale, and it looks to the operation of government as an instrument of order within national society for clues as to the means by which global order might be achieved.” 407

 “Law suggests properly constituted authority and effectively implemented control; it symbolizes the supreme will of the community, the will to maintain justice and public order.” 408

 “that governments succeed in this vitally important task only when they are able to operate an effective system of political accommodation…There is no substitute for political adjustment as a means of managing relationships among the units with constitute complex human societies, and there is no major formula for producing either the kind of society which lends itself to ordering in this manner or the kind of international system which can effectively preside over the process of adjustment.” 410
