“The importance of diplomacy for the preservation of international peace is but a particular aspect of that general function.  For a diplomacy that ends in war has failed in its primary objective: the promotion of national interest by peaceful means.”  361

Four Tasks:

Diplomatic decline:

Promise of Diplomacy: Nine Rules

Divested from Crusading Spirit

Objects in terms of national interests and supported with power

Must look at political science from point of view of other nations

Must be willing to compromise on all issues that are not vital

Give up shadow of worthless rights

Never put yourself in an unretractable position

Never allow a weak ally to make decisions for you

Armed forces are an instrument not the master of FP

Government is the leader of public opinion, not the slave.
