Seminar: International Rivalry

International rivals represent the most contentious pairs of states in the international system.  It is clear that a few pairs of states experience the most conflict in the international system and must be dealt with before they become intractable and experience conflict in the future.

The rivalry research program represents a new direction in the study of conflict.  Instead on analyzing war and its origins, the study of rivalry contends that disputes between states are connected across time and space.  The history of conflict between a pair of states is a factor often overlooked in conflict studies.  There are certain pairs of states that experience more conflict than any other type of state dyad.  The quantitative study of rivalry recognizes that rivalry is a process of continuous conflict between two long-standing enemies.  What is important to understand about the process is how these rivalries begin and end so that we may comprehend how to prevent or manage conflict between pairs of states that are likely to become rivals in the future.   

This seminar is about the origins, processes, and endings of rivalries in international politics.  The goal of this course will be to acquire an in-depth knowledge of the literature in the area of interstate rivalries.  By the end of the course, each student should become an expert on rivalry in general (quantitative findings) and two specific rivalries.

Objectives of Course:

· To gain an understanding of the major social science findings on the causes and consequences of interstate rivalry

· To learn how to think scientifically about social phenomena

· To be able to read statistical articles and undertake analyses of political data

· To learn how to make inferences from evidence

· To learn how data is collected and to test hypotheses

· Become an expert on the dynamics of two interstate or internal rivalries

News

Each day we will start off with the discussion of the international news if events take place which are relevant to international politics and conflict.  Students should be prepared to bring up and discuss these events.  Any reputable national news source is acceptable.  I prefer the New York Times.  Finding news events that are relevant will take time and skill.  Some of reports are buried in the news coverage of the day and it is your responsibility to find the relevant ones that others may have missed.  Articles about ongoing rivalries will be of particular interest to this course.   Twitter is a new and useful tool for combing through relevant international news events.  If you are active, subscribe to the feeds for the BBC (various sites), New York Times, Washington Post, and the Financial Times.  Subscribing to Foreign Policy Magazine’s daily email summary is also suggested. 

Participation

Participation is simply showing up and contributing to class.  Either asking questions, bringing up news articles, following up on lecture points, or private conversations with the professor (if you are more comfortable with that) all count towards your participation grade.  I do not take attendance and feel that missing class will be reflected on your final grade because you will miss important material.  Since our class is small, any absence will be noticed.  
Adopting a Rivalry

Each seminar participant will adopt two different rivalries from differing parts of the world.  The goal is to develop a working knowledge of how these rivalries function or have functioned.  You may choose any rivalry you wish (please avoid Franco-Prussian, U.S. and Cuba and the U.S.-Soviet Union).  A list is provided at the back of this syllabus that lists the rivalries according to the Diehl and Goertz coding.  You may also choose from the list in the Thompson reading (“Identifying Rivals”).  If a rival you are interested in isn’t covered (it may be too new), you may consult me on the choice.  You may also choose an internal (civil war type) rivalry if your interest includes discovering internal political dynamics important to conflict.  Do not pick cases that are obscure since there will not be enough information to complete the project.  

Questions for each rivalry:

1. When did the rivalry begin and end (or how will it end in the future)?

2. What are the issues at stake in the rivalry?

3. What factors initiated and terminated the rivalry?

4. What factors were responsible for the escalation and de-escalation of the rivalry?

5. What were the views of decision makers in regards to the rivalry?

6. Was this rivalry linked to other ongoing conflicts or rivalries?

7. What social and historical factors contribute to the rivalry?

8. What lessons can be learned to construct a path to peace in rivalries?

Research Paper

Your assignment for your major term paper is the analysis of the dynamics of an interstate rivalry.  Suitable international rivalries can be chosen from below or picked by consulting me.  

Students will be responsible for documenting important international crises during the lifetime of a rivalry.  The tough job will be to put the crises in the larger context of the rivalry.  Your paper should cover the origins of the rivalry, important crises, the actors and events during these crises, how the theories presented in the course can be applied to the events in the rivalry, and how the rivalry ended.  The key for this paper is to have it follow the organization of the course, including a heavy emphasis on the steps to rivalry theory and how your case may or may not fit that theory.  

This will be a detailed assignment with a large amount of research.  The paper should be 15-20 pages.  Longer papers will be accepted, but the ability to condense information and present it in an organized way is valued.  At the end of the semester you will present your paper to the class.  This paper could be used later for an application to a Ph.D. program, to present at an undergraduate research conference, or the basis for your thesis in the honors program.  Please consult me early if you wish to do a paper on a different topic.
