Course Description

	This course is about social factors in health and illness. It highlights the relationship between macro-level social forces and the health of populations. We will also examine the role of industry, technology, community, and individual responsibility in the promotion of health and the prevention of disease. The objective of the course is to assist you in developing a broad, critical understanding of the social forces that influence health and disease in modern societies.
