Course Description


	This course is about social factors in health and illness. It highlights the relationship between macro-level social forces and the health of populations. We will consider the health effects of gender, social class, income, education, occupation, and social relationships. We will also examine the role of industry, technology, community, and individual responsibility in the promotion of health and the prevention of disease. The objective of the course is to assist you in developing a broad, critical understanding of the social forces that influence health and disease in modern societies.





Course Requirements


	The major requirement for this course is that you read the assigned material and come to class prepared to discuss it. In addition, there is one short internet assignment, two quizzes, a midterm exam and a final exam. Exams consist of 40-50  multiple choice, true-false, short answer, short essay, and matching items.
