Course Description


	This course is a survey of major topics and important principles in social and behavioral sciences as they relate to the practice of pharmacy in various contexts.  The course emphasizes the patient’s perspective. We will discuss the relationship between the mind and the body, the nature of chronic illness, death and dying, mental illness, patient cooperation, patient counseling and communication, and several other topics.  The objective of this course is to provide you with an overview of behavioral science approaches to problems in pharmaceutical care and to expose you to the relevant scientific literature as it relates to health, illness and medical care. In addition to traditional lecture/discussion formats, we will hear from guest speakers, view video tapes, and do in-class learning exercises.





Course Requirements


	The major requirement for this course is that you read the assigned material and come to class prepared to discuss it. In addition, there is one short internet assignment, two quizzes, a midterm exam and a final exam. Exams consist of 40-50  multiple choice, true-false, short answer, short essay, and matching items. The final exam will not be cumulative. Complete descriptions and due dates will be provided as the semester progresses. Opportunities for extra credit are also described below.
