Course Overview
Welcome to the LARES Summer Bridge Program at UIC! Designed to give you some experience and instruction in how to succeed in college-level reading and writing, the goals of this program are: 

· To help you improve your abilities to read difficult texts and to practice strategies for understanding difficult material; 

· To improve your writing abilities so that you can succeed at college-level writing; 

· To acclimate you to the expectations and challenges of college. 

No matter what your major is, all of your courses in college will ask you to read and write at an analytical level. Being able to do this will be critical to your success.

As you probably already know, there are many differences between college and high school. You will have more freedom. You will have classes less often, and you will be asked to do a lot more reading and writing for homework. Another difference between high school and college is the level of the work. Your professors will ask you to read books that are more challenging and to write well-organized, grammatically correct, and intellectually sophisticated analytical papers. This course will help you build the skills you need to meet these new challenges. We have no doubt that you are all smart enough to do extremely well in college. However, it does take work.  No matter how much you struggle, if you continue to work on your reading and writing, and if you are willing to take responsibility for your learning, you will succeed.

Remember, your acceptance at UIC is contingent upon successful completion of the LARES Summer Bridge Program. Keep this in mind as you focus on improving your reading and writing skills during the next six weeks. 

In order to improve our reading, writing, and thinking skills we must have an intellectual project. Our overarching theme for this course is “Resistance and Counter-narratives.” As you embark on your college career, the most important skill you will need is the ability to look at information you receive from many different angles and points of view.  Our goal in using this theme is to enlarge and complicate our understandings of these terms, particularly in the context of critical analysis. We will take time to examine the ways in which different narratives are created, from many angles and points of view, including those of resistance.  

We live in a complicated and diverse society. It is important if we are to articulate and understand our own experiences to be able to recognize and analyze the forces that shape them.  It is equally important to be able to generate responses to these forces - this is a form of resistance and forms the basis of counter-narratives.  As we progress through the readings and writings this summer, questions will surface for discussion. As with most college-level questions, your answers will be complex and elusive. You will not be asked to find one correct answer to any of these questions.  Instead, we will endeavor to meditate on these issues, to investigate and probe them and to use our writing as a way to think about them.
Attendance

WRITING IS A PROCESS, and this class is designed to aid you in that process. If you do not attend regularly and participate, the process will be interrupted and consequently, less effective. Therefore, you are expected to: 

· Attend ALL classes;

· Be on time for classes;

· Work to improve your skills in reading and writing;

· Complete all assigned papers by the given due date; 

· Participate actively in class discussions & writing workshops (…this is required and expected).

This course is a non-credit course and does not contribute to your final UIC GPA.  This offers all of us a rare opportunity to focus on conversation about and meaningful feedback on your writing and class performance rather than only on a final letter grade.  We will give you extensive comments on all of your written work, in addition to which you will have ample opportunity to become adept at giving and receiving feedback from your peers. These experiences will allow you to become a more careful and critical reader of your own writing, so that the writing you eventually do for your UIC classes will be the result of your own skilled editing & revision. 

Writing Projects
* Daily Prompts
Each class will begin with a brief writing exercise. These will be based on readings, discussions, or ideas being addressed in the course. They may also be pre-drafting exercises for the larger writing project in progress, and sometimes you will be asked to prepare them in advance of class so that they may be used as discussion tools.

* Weekly Writing Projects (75% of final grade) 
You will be expected to write a poem in addition to two longer (3-5 pages) papers. As with all college papers, the writing projects you will complete in this class must be neatly typed, double-spaced and clearly printed using 12-point Times New Roman font and 1” margins on all sides.  Each page of your paper should include your last name and the page number.  Do not skip lines between paragraphs, or attempt other essay-lengthening techniques!  If there are format problems in your papers, I will ask you to correct them.  All students should visit the Writing Center with help on the two longer papers; your visit will be part of your grade for the paper.
Your work should be meticulously proofread, and free of careless spelling and grammar errors. When reading them, I will be looking for depth of thought and analysis, clarity and development of ideas, and your attention given to elements of structure, content, and style. You will have the opportunity to revise each paper with a peer, and meet with me to answer any questions or concerns you may have.  Each paper is worth 25% of your final grade for the course.
Papers are to be handed in at the BEGINNING of class on the day that they are due.

Late papers WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED … Do not bother asking!

* Writing Portfolio (10% of final grade)
No matter what your major is, each of you will be required by UIC to take a full year of English composition courses. These courses will require you to display proficiency in reading, writing, and thinking skills. The culminating project of these courses is the completion of a writing portfolio. The portfolio will contain final copies of the papers completed in the course. UIC will evaluate this portfolio according to their standards for reading, writing and thinking. No matter what your grade in the course is, you must pass this final portfolio evaluation to receive credit for the course. Therefore, the LARES Summer Bridge Program also requires you to compile a portfolio of your final papers in preparation for performing this task in UIC’s English composition courses.

Participation (15% of final grade) 

* Group/Individual Presentation
Each student is required to lead class discussion (see Tentative Schedule for your presentation information). The day of your presentations, you must come to class with notes on the readings, any background information you may want to share, and at least five open-ended questions per leader / per reading. 

Please Note: Open-ended questions require more than YES / NO responses… challenge your classmates…

* Discussion Etiquette

You will be exposed to different cultures, opinions, and views throughout your years in academia. Though you may agree or disagree with what you hear, you must respect different points of view. You are free to challenge or critique what others say, but there must be respect… No one’s opinion is “stupid” … It is just different … please be open-minded and show mutual respect.

* Academic Resources
There are many resources to help you succeed in this summer program and at UIC as a whole. LARES is an excellent resource for students. We will also work with the UIC Writing Center (Douglas Hall – First Floor). The Writing Center offers one-on-one consulta​tion with student writers who need help developing ideas, or need advice or addi​tional instruc​tion on any aspect of writing. The Writing Center serves all stu​dent writers, not just “beginners." Tutors are prepared to spend 50 minutes per ap​point​ment, and there is no limit to the number of tutoring sessions you can have each sem​ester. Make an appointment and then be on time! Bring the paper on which you're work​ing, any related drafts, notes, etc., and infor​mation about the assignment. For an appoint​ment, call the Writing Center, (312) 413-2206, or stop by.  For hours see the Writing Center’s website at http://www.uic.edu/depts/engl/writing.  We highly recommend using the Writing Center regularly to continue to develop your writing skills.  

In addition, we are also dedicated to helping you improve your writing. Feel free to discuss your work, your ideas, and any difficulties you are having with us after class, or via email.
